Jessica’s father moved to the city because he wanted a better job.

“I know I did the right thing.” he says. “I have a good job and earn a lot of money. I also know that
the education Jessica has here is better than in the country. She’s going to university this autumn. The
healthcare facilities are also good - the main hospital is just a few blocks away if there’s an emergency.
The sports facilities are excellent, too. I usually play squash and swim twice a week. My wife and 1
sometimes go to the theatre in the evening, or see an exhibition.

On the other hand, it’s also an expensive place to live. We can’t live in a large house like Ronald’s
family. Jessica has a lot of fun though. Often we don’t see her at the weekend, but I’'m happy because
there’s lots for her to do. She has many choices - where to shop, what to eat, who her friends are - that are
not available in the country. I think Ronald's life is more boring.”

Jessica’s father is not alone in coming to the city for work. Many people come looking for a job:
others come to study and then stay. In 2006, according to the United Nations, about the same number of
people worldwide lived in the country and in the city. Now more people live in the city.

Africa has the highest rate of urban growth, but Asia has more people living in urban areas. Six out
of the ten biggest cities in the world arc in Asia. In 2015, Asia will have more people living in cities than
the rest of the world put together. For example, the USA has about 40 cities of more than a million
people. but China has over 100. Japan is one of the world's most densely populated nations, with a
minority of people living in rural areas.

What is the result of this urban growth? It’s overcrowded cities with little fresh air. lots of noise and
more pollution. On the other hand, cities offer greater choice, higher salaries, and more cultural activities.

Nobody really knows the answer to that question, but scientists are very interested in trying to
understand the various factors involved. Firstly, it depends a lot on what you eat. The country with the
longest average lifespan is Japan. On average, women live to 82.5 years and men live to 76.2 years.
Scientists think that diet in Japan is a major reason that Japanese people live a long time; they usually eat
lots of fish_and seafood and not much junk food. As well as diet, lifestyle habits also seem to make a
difference to lifespan. On average, married people live longer than single people and pet owners live
longer than non-pet owners. Being mentally active and doing physical exercise are also very important.

Studies of very old people, however, don’t always support the scientific theories. Many old people
don’t eat healthily and don’t do much exercise. Jeanne Calment, the world’s oldest person ever, certainly
goes against logical scientific ideas. She was born in France in 1875 and died aged 122. Did she use to
have good lifestyle habits? Well, according to scientists, she had some very good habits: she did plenty of
physical exercise and used to ride a bicycle until she was 100. She was good at thinking positively and
she didn’t use to worry about things. Scientists are surprised, however, by her other habits: she used to be
a heavy smoker - and only gave up when she was 120. Also, she didn’t use to eat very healthily: she used
to eat more than two pounds of chocolate a week.

AMERICAN UNIVERSITIES AND COLLEGES

Higher education in the United States includes educational programs which usually require for
admission 12 years of elementary and secondary schooling. It is carried on under a number of forms. The
most common type of higher education is the college. It requires for admission graduation from a
standard secondary school; its four-year curriculum leads to the bachelor’s degree in arts and sciences.

The American college is known by various titles such as the college of liberal arts, the college of arts
and sciences, the college of literature, science and arts. The college may be the central unit around which
the university is organized, or it may be a separate corporate entity, independent from the University.

College students usually spend four years at the college and get the Bachelor’s degree. In contrast to
universities, colleges don’t have graduate or professional programs. Colleges in the USA differ greatly in
size — they may include from 100 students to 5000 and more.

The course of study in a community college lasts two years and doesn’t lead to any degree.
Community colleges may give courses in the regular academic subjects or subjects like dental technology,
sewing and other non-academic subjects. Not all community colleges have high school diplomas.

The university in the United States is an educational institution comprising a college of liberal arts
and sciences, a professional school leading to a professional degree and a graduate college (school). A
graduate college provides programs for study and research beyond the levels of the bachelor's and first
professional degree.

The word "university", however, is also used in a broader sense, for almost any type of educational
institution offering instruction beyond the level of the secondary school.

Thus in the United States there is some confusion in the use of the terms "college" and "university".
Some institutions that are in fact colleges of liberal arts have been incorporated in the universities. Some
institutions incorporated in colleges are in fact universities with graduate and professional schools. In
addition to colleges and universities there is a large number of professional schools, separate from
universities. They provide preparation in one or more professional fields, such as law, music or theology.
Junior colleges or professional schools do not offer the full four-year curriculum leading to a degree. An
institute of technology is a degree-granting institution that specializes in science and technology; some of
them have graduate study. An institution offering programs of technological study only at the junior
college level is known as a technical institution.

The university may be funded from several different sources. A publicly funded university gets some
money from the state government. A privately funded university gets money from private sources only. A
university may be funded by a religious group.

Among the top universities in the USA are: Harvard University, Yale University, The University of
Chicago, Princeton University, Columbia University and others.

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Women at the top: ‘We have to be open to ideas’

Arlette-Elsa Emch brought a new business plan to the largest watch company in the world: the
Swatch Group. Ms Emch has been so successful that she is perhaps the most powerful woman in the
Swiss watch industry.

‘I have changed a lot in the Swatch Group and I have shown men the importance of fashion and how
it can influence watchmaking.

‘It is important to bring a woman’s feeling to watches, as 60 per cent of watch buyers are women.
You have to listen and see what is happening. In Switzerland, we are surrounded by mountains and have
to let ourselves be open to ideas.’

Another high-powered woman is the energetic Caroline Gruosi-Scheufele, co-president of family-
owned Chopard. She changed Chopard from a watch company into an international luxury jewellery and
watch brand.

‘When I started work, we made just watches, but today we are well-known for our jewellery. When 1
first had the idea of making jewellery in 1976, my brother and father thought I was crazy, but they trusted
me,” she says. Today, Chopard's jewellery sales equal watch sales in value terms.

‘It is easier for women to understand what we might want,” she says.

Another example is Cinette Robert, owner of Dubey & Schaldenbrand. She was taught by Georges
Dubey himself, who was prepared to overlook the fact that she was a woman because she was keen to
learn.

‘In the 1960s in Switzerland, women were not so well accepted in the workplace. They were given
only small jobs, but this didn’t disturb me. I found my way.’

Her way was to turn to banking in Zurich and, in 1995, she bought Dubey & Schaldenbrand,
complete with ten watchmakers, and today employs 100 people. She admits it has been hard.

So what advice would she give to women wanting to enter male territory? ‘Wait until you have
enough experience, as the sector is becoming more competitive. It is easier now than it was in the 1960s
when [ started ... but it is still not easy for a woman.’
