METHODS OF EXAMINATION

Before an unhealthy animal receives treatment, an attempt is made to diagnose the disease. Both
clinical findings, which include symptoms that are obvious to a nonspecialist and clinical signs that can
be appreciated only by a veterinarian, and laboratory test results may be necessary to establish the cause
of a disease. A clinical examination should indicate if the animal is in good physical condition, is eating
adequately, is bright and alert, and is functioning in an apparently normal manner.

Many disease processes are either inflammatory or result from tumours. Malignant tumours tend to
spread rapidly and usually cause death. Other diseases cause the circulatory disturbances or the
degenerative and infiltrative changes that are summarized in the preceding section. If a specific diagnosis
is not possible, the symptoms of the animal are treated.
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A case record of the information pertaining to an animal that is suspected of having a disease is begun
at the time the animal is taken to a veterinarian (or the veterinarian visits the animal) and is continued
through treatment. It includes a description of the animal (age, species, sex, breed); the owner's report; the
animal's history; a description of the preliminary examination; clinical findings resulting from an
examination of body systems; results of specific laboratory tests; diagnosis regarding a specific cause for
the disease (etiology); outlook (prognosis); treatment; case progress; termination; autopsy, if performed,;
and the utilization of scientific references, if applicable.

MAMMAL SENSES

One reason for the mammals’ success is their “good sense” — their generally well developed senses of
sight, hearing, smell, taste, and touch. Each sense has been molded by evolution to fit its owner’s way of
life. Good vision would be of little use to an

underground mammal like a mole, so this creature has poor eyesight; but it has an extremely sensitive
muzzle that combines touch and smell in order to find food (chiefly earthworms that emerge from the
walls of its burrow). We humans depend on our sense of vision. It is estimated that four fifths of what the
human brain knows comes in via the eyes. So it is difficult for us to imagine the accuracy with which a
mammal with a good nose smells the world through scents and odors, or how a bat hears its surroundings
by echoed squeaks. Yet, even though we depend on our eyes so much, our vision is not tremendous -
other mammals, such as some species of squirrels, have much sharper sight. On the plus side, however,
the primates (including humans and bush babies) are the main mammalian group with color vision. Most
mammals see the world in black and white.

AMERICAN UNIVERSITIES AND COLLEGES

Higher education in the United States includes educational programs which usually require for
admission 12 years of elementary and secondary schooling. It is carried on under a number of forms. The
most common type of higher education is the college. It requires for admission graduation from a
standard secondary school; its four-year curriculum leads to the bachelor’s degree in arts and sciences.

The American college is known by various titles such as the college of liberal arts, the college of arts
and sciences, the college of literature, science and arts. The college may be the central unit around which
the university is organized, or it may be a separate corporate entity, independent from the University.

College students usually spend four years at the college and get the Bachelor’s degree. In contrast to
universities, colleges don’t have graduate or professional programs. Colleges in the USA differ greatly in
size — they may include from 100 students to 5000 and more.

The course of study in a community college lasts two years and doesn’t lead to any degree.
Community colleges may give courses in the regular academic subjects or subjects like dental technology,
sewing and other non-academic subjects. Not all community colleges have high school diplomas.

The university in the United States is an educational institution comprising a college of liberal arts
and sciences, a professional school leading to a professional degree and a graduate college (school). A
graduate college provides programs for study and research beyond the levels of the bachelor's and first
professional degree.

The word "university", however, is also used in a broader sense, for almost any type of educational
institution offering instruction beyond the level of the secondary school.

Thus in the United States there is some confusion in the use of the terms "college™ and "university".
Some institutions that are in fact colleges of liberal arts have been incorporated in the universities. Some
institutions incorporated in colleges are in fact universities with graduate and professional schools. In
addition to colleges and universities there is a large number of professional schools, separate from
universities. They provide preparation in one or more professional fields, such as law, music or theology.
Junior colleges or professional schools do not offer the full four-year curriculum leading to a degree. An
institute of technology is a degree-granting institution that specializes in science and technology; some of
them have graduate study. An institution offering programs of technological study only at the junior
college level is known as a technical institution.

The university may be funded from several different sources. A publicly funded university gets some
money from the state government. A privately funded university gets money from private sources only. A
university may be funded by a religious group.

Among the top universities in the USA are: Harvard University, Yale University, The University of
Chicago, Princeton University, Columbia University and others.

As in the human health field, veterinary medicine in practice requires a diverse group of individuals
to meet the needs of patients. In the USA veterinarians must complete four years of study in a veterinary
school following 3—4 years of undergraduate pre-veterinary work. They then must sit for examination in
those states in which they wish to become licensed practitioners.
